About Sevilla

Sevilla “the magical capital of the south” is the heart of Andalucía, the birthplace of flamenco.  A vibrant and cosmopolitan city, much the same size as Calgary but much more compact!  The famous Rio Guadalquivir flows through dividing the centre from the neighbourhood of Triana.  Sevilla has unique atmosphere: stylish and proud yet also relaxed and fun-loving.  The ancient Moorish palaces and many buildings with lavish Renaissance and Baroque details are enchanting.  This is a gorgeous city overflowing with an incredible rich history!  Get ready to experience Sevilla and immerse yourself in FLAMENCO.

Proposed Dates:
2 weeks in Spain 14 days and 13 nights
Sunday January 28 – Saturday February 10

· Dance Class Begins: Monday January 29

· Dance Class Ends: Friday February 9
Arrival: Sunday January 28.  This means you leave Canada on SATURDAY (they are 8 hrs ahead in Spain).  You should depart Saturday February 10.  If you wish to arrive one day earlier (Jan 27) or leave one day later (Feb 11), extra nights at your accommodation or an alternative can be arranged for.

2 weeks is highly recommended for your study travel vacation in Sevilla.  However, if you would prefer to stay 1 week, that is also possible.
*Please let me know if these times don’t work for you but you would still like to go.  If there is an overwhelming response for different dates (ei: a week earlier or later) we will re-organize the trip for then.

What do you get with the Seville FlamencoTour?

· 2 weeks of Flamenco Classes (1.5 hrs a day) technique and choreography with guitar accompaniment on select days.  There are no classes on the weekend.  Classes are tailored for the group and will be at your level.  There will be 2 separate group classes for the tour: Beginner and Intermediate.  There are further options for more advanced dancers.
· Accommodation in the centre of town, modern and clean apartments with full amenities and a kitchen (you can cook your own food, wash your clothes there as well)
· Pre-trip organizing help, information packages, group and/or individual meetings

· Assistance during your stay, if you have any questions or need help

· A fun flamenco group to travel with and to enjoy exciting activities
· You will be studying at a flamenco school (Taller) www.tallerflamenco.com with a great instructor, there will be organized opportunities to meet other students of the school
· You will receive a student card, which will allow you discounts at stores and at flamenco concerts

· You will receive a diploma at the end of the course
· Optional excursions with the group (cultural, flamenco shows, guided tours of landmarks, side-trip to Granada on the weekend)
· More specifically these activities include: trip to the Cathedral, Alcazar, Flamenco Tablao, the Alhambra and any other flamenco events during this time
· Optional Spanish Language classes

Cost Details:
Flamenco Class: $426 (300 euros) for 2 weeks of class.  90 minutes a day, Monday to Friday.  Includes guitar accompaniment on select days
*You may opt not to take the classes and/or take other classes at other studios as well.  If you are at a more advanced level you may need to take other classes, please inquire for details and recommendations.  Please let me know if you wish to take one week as this can be arranged.  Prices will change accordingly with all these options.
Shared Accommodation: $568 per person (200 euros/week = 400 euros which is 30 euros/day)

For your own apartment add 50 euros per week = 100 euros ($142 CDN) extra for 2 weeks

*price may go up if you are in shared accommodation and want your own room, although depending on availability this may be feasible without a price 

increase.  Separate rooms are harder to find in Spain, where everything is a lot more compact.
*If you arrive a day early this may be okay at no extra cost, please inquire

*If you wish to stay for one week this can be arranged, prices will then be halved.

Excursions and Food:

Optional excursions and food are extra.  Budget 10-20 euros a day for food, depending on if you eat out often or not.  15 euros is a safe bet for a combination of eating out and in ($21 a day).   13 days = $273
Optional flamenco shows are 10 – 25 euros (mostly around 10)

For the optional excursion to Granada it will be 1 day during the weekend (possibly Sunday) and costs will include bus travel and entrance into the Alhambra (still checking costs but they are minimal)
When do I book?
As soon as possible!  Flights sooner than later to get prices that you want, as well as the most direct routes (there are very limited options).  As soon as possible for the tour also as this ensure you the best accommodation in the best area!! 
Payment Requirements

To book the Sevilla Flamenco Tour please pay a non-refundable deposit of $200

50% of your payment is due on October 20, 2006 ($297)

The remaining 50% is due December 1, 2006 ($497)
Cheques should be made payable to FIONA MALENA FLAMENCO SOCIETY

*if you need a different payment plan, please inquire as there may be flexibility

Refund Policy:

After booking $200 is non-refundable.  After full payment on December 1st, 2006, 50% of your payment can be refunded until December 26th, 2006.  
If you cancel after that date, I will do my best to get as much of your money back as I can.  It is possible that most of your money can still be refunded, but I do not want to guarantee anything as this may not be possible.  I will try to be as accommodating as possible should the circumstance arise that you are unable to attend. 
Classes
For beginner dancers (with experience taking beginner and/or lower intermediate classes in Calgary) the beginner level at Taller will be appropriate.
For intermediate dancers (taking fast intermediate classes in Calgary) the intermediate level at Taller will be appropriate.
For advanced dancers (taking advanced classes in Calgary) I will need to recommend you to different classes outside of what is arranged.  In this case you will pay for dance classes separately outside of the Sevilla Flamenco Tour.
Fiona will help to place you in the appropriate level.  Classes will be held either in the morning or afternoon.

Flights

Flying usually adds a day because Spain is 8 hrs ahead.

The most direct route is Calgary – London – Sevilla.  There is no Calgary – Spain direct.

Flight times are: 8.5 – 9 hrs to London, 2 hrs 40 minutes to Spain.

The earlier you book the cheaper the flight is (book now!) if you wait flights will get booked up and the remaining seats will go up in price.  There are not too many options for flights, so unless you want to do a very indirect route (ei: Calgary, Frankfurt, Barcelona, Sevilla) or pay more – BOOK IN ADVANCE.

If you know someone in London or you wanted to stay overnight, you may want to take advantage of the ryanair fares (ridiculously cheap to Spain and elsewhere)

Prices quoted below are from websites, I have not found travel agents to be any cheaper.  Phone around and compare.  Sometimes they are good for pulling up different flight options that you may not have thought of.  They may know of seat sales for Air Canada etc.  You may be able to combine the Air Canada & BA flights because they are partners.

Total Price including all taxes: $1,087.59 this is an excellent price.  It includes the best flight Sevilla – London option and this flight will book up soon and the prices will go up.  The other times do not connect well with Canadian flights in London.

Total Price Including Tax: $71.99 (34.28 GBP, almost all tax!  Note that the outgoing flight actually costs O.O1 pence, one penny!!! I’m not kidding)

Stansted is a London airport, however, you are likely flying back from Gatwick or Heathrow.  Therefore, you may wish to leave yourself time to transfer via the tube or express bus or stay the night in London.
Accommodation
All apartments are fully furnished in the centre of town.  They include a kitchen with washing machine and have been carefully selected based on the most detailed standards.  The apartments will have heating, are modern and tastefully decorated and offer you the independence and privacy that a hotel would not, all at a reduced price.
Spanish Language Classes

You may wish to supplement with language classes at your dance school.  One week is 102 euros ($144 CDN) and 2 weeks is 133 euros ($188 CDN).  These classes are small (may likely be just our group) and the instruction is personal.
