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Interview“Flamenco dancing is a developing form of art, more and more appreciated by a vast audience. It is acknowledged by the greatest dancers as one of the most achieved means of expression in dancing. Flamenco dancing is the refection of a deep passion but it also requires a great sensitiveness from the interpreter who must be open to the world. It is the expression of a mood or a feeling within the frame of the musical time. It is both a question and an answer about life and experiencing emotions. It is a sophisticated form of art, ruled by strict codes that you cannot ignore if you want to understand it and be able to hand it over properly through teaching. Flamenco dancing requires an excellent knowledge of singing and playing the guitar because it derives from them both as far as rhythm is concerned and it cannot be dissociated from them. Because I belong to the Flamenco culture I want to share it ever more deeply. I have no other aim in life than dancing and teaching to let people know the culture I come from without betraying it. That's why I'm so devoted to it and can't accept its being altered. Above all I want to make people see a dancing deeply rooted in the human body and thus deeply human, which means both frail and powerful. My teaching aims at purity, precision and an aesthetic quality that goes with a true reflection on life. My daily work consists in making it possible for every one to explore, understand, love the world of Flamenco and find in it a quality of life whose richness is revealed by art. "
Biography: Virginia was born into an Andalusian family from Malaga, Spain; the Los Tanos. As a child she was initiated to the Flamenco way of life by her father and uncles; all of them Cantaores (Flamenco Singers). From an early age she has been acquainted with performing on the stage and  her training has been rounded out in festivals, numerous cultural exchanges and by working in various tablaos. Virginia’s dancing is inspired by such mastes as Manolo Marin, Concha Vargas or Juana Amaya but also by the personal and professional encounters that enforce and confirm her passion that is flamenco. Respected and acknowledged by all she has the reputation which shows itself in the aesthetic quality of her braceo y cuerpo, a technique she is constantly improving and refining through experience and hard work. The purity of her style, her sensitiveness and inner strength reach in her dance their highest degree of expression.

Virginia is invited to and takes part in the important Flamenco Festivals and tours all over the world: Switzerland, Canada, Spain, Saudi Arabia, Germany, Greece and Reunion Island. She is famous for her passionate temper, and a spontaneous sense of rhythm. Virginia style of Flamenco is Gitano (gypsy like). Virginia is the creative director and member of her own flamenco company Ser Flamenco since 1992. The group has toured France and other foreign countries. Dancing is her means of expression and her standards are dictated by her passion for the dance and the freedom it gives her.
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Virginia will be coming to Calgary as her one and only Canadian trip, bringing her pure and passionate style of flamenco instruction. Virginia has been to Canada once before on a North American tour with Flamenco Sur and taught in Vancouver British Columbia. 

This is a great opportunity for flamenco students to take quality dance classes with Virginia and a great opportunity for instructors to take master classes from Virginia and book her for a future workshop for their dance community. Virginia will be teaching 2 levels; a beginners/intermediate and an advanced intermediate/advanced. The beginner/intermediate level will be 8 hours in length and the intermediate/advanced will be 10 hours in length starting on the Friday May 21st in the evening through to Monday May 24th. Virginia is also available for private classes on the 19th – 21st of May.

Cost of the courses will be $220 + GST for the beginner/intermediate and $275 + GST for the intermediate/advanced. There is an early bird 10% discount until April 15th. Registration will not start until Feb 15th.Spots are limited and also included is an invitation to a private Juerga with Virginia on the Friday evening.
